Interesting Facts

Baruch HaShem, the celebration of Purim
has been one of the rabbinical mitzvoth
with Mazal. Year after year, both secular
and observant Jews hear the reading of
Megillat Esther as part of their Purim
celebration. Almost 2,400 years before
the tragic Holocaust led by Hitler y’s,
there were countless hidden miracles
that saved Am Yisrael from Haman’s
Holocaust. The non-obligatory nature of
the holiday has quietly made Purim the
subconscious cornerstone of Judaism
for many today. Despite a recent study
by PEW Research Center stating that
only 10% of American Jews observe the
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
